Instructions to Bidders
I. SUBMISSION OF BIDS

A. Hopewell Valley Regional School District, Mercer County, New Jersey (hereinafter referred to as “OWNER”) invites sealed bids pursuant to the Notice to Bidders.

B. Sealed bids will be received by the designated representative at the time and place stated in the Notice to Bidders, and at such time and place will be publicly opened and read aloud.

C. The bid proposal form shall be submitted, in a sealed envelope: (1) addressed to the OWNER, (2) bearing the name and address of the bidder written on the face of the envelope, and (3) clearly marked “BID” with the contract title and/or bid # being bid.

D. It is the bidder’s responsibility to see that bids are presented to the OWNER on the hour and at the place designated.  Bids may be hand delivered or mailed; however, the OWNER disclaims any responsibility for bids forwarded by regular or overnight mail.  If the bid is sent by overnight mail, the designation in section C, above, must also appear on the outside of the delivery company envelope.  Bids received after the designated time and date will be returned unopened.

E. Sealed bids forwarded to the OWNER before the time of opening of bids may be withdrawn upon written application of the bidder who shall be required to produce evidence showing that the individual is or represents the principal or principals involved in the bid.  Once bids have been opened, they must remain firm for a period of sixty (60) calendar days.

F. All prices and amounts must be written in ink or preferably typewritten.  Bids containing any conditions, omissions, unexplained erasures or alterations, items not called for in the bid proposal form, attachment of additive information not required by the specifications, or irregularities of any kind, may be rejected by the OWNER.  Any changes, white-outs, strike-outs, etc. on the proposal page must be initialed in ink by the person responsible for signing the bid.

G.
Each bid proposal form must give the full business address of the bidder and signed by an authorized representative.  Bids by partnerships must furnish the full name of all partners and must be signed in the partnership name by one of the members of the partnership or by an authorized representative, followed by the signature and designation of the person signing.  Bids by corporations must be signed in the legal name of the corporation, followed by the name of the State in which incorporated and must contain the signature and designation of the president, secretary or other person authorized to bind the corporation in the matter.  When requested, satisfactory evidence of the authority of the officer signing shall be furnished.

H. Bidders must insert prices for furnishing all of the materials and/or labor required by these specifications.  Prices shall be net, including any charges for packing, crating, containers, etc.  All transportation charges shall be fully prepaid by the contractor F.O.B. destination and placement at locations specified by the OWNER.  As specified, placement may require inside deliveries.  No additional charges will be allowed for any transportation costs resulting from partial shipments made at the contractor’s convenience.

I. The vendor shall guarantee any or all materials and services supplied under these specifications.  Defective or inferior items shall be replaced at the expense of the vendor. In case of rejected materials, the vendor will be responsible for return freight charges.

J. The duration of the bid will be for 12 months with an option to extend for an additional 12 or 24 months when in agreement to do so by both the awarded vendor and the Hopewell Valley Regional School District
II. PROPOSAL GUARANTEE

A proposal guarantee in the form of a Bid Bond, Cashier’s Check, or Certified Check, made payable to the Hopewell Valley Regional School District in the amount of 10% of the total amount bid (but not in excess of $20,000.00), must accompany each proposal.  In the event the bidder to whom the Contract is awarded fails to enter into the Contract, in the matter and within the time required, the award to the bidder shall be rescinded and the proposal guarantee shall become the property of the Hopewell Valley Regional School District.

III. INSURANCE

Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance

A. The contractor shall, during the term of this Contract, take out and maintain Public Liability Insurance within the limitations required herewith as follows:  Bodily Injury Liability Insurance in the amount of not less than $1,000,000.00 for injuries, including accidental death to any one person, and subject to the same limit to each person, in an amount of not less than $1,000,000.00 on account of any one accident; and Property Damage Liability Insurance in an amount of not less than $1,000,000.00.

B. The Contractor shall also take out and maintain during the life of this Contract, Automobile and Truck Public Liability and Property Damage $1,000,000.00 when and where automobiles or trucks are used at the site.

C. All insurance certificates shall be submitted by the Contractor covering the insurance required and shall be worded to include the name of the Contractor, and the Board of Education of the Hopewell Valley Regional School District in the County of Mercer, as an additional insured.
Workman’s Compensation Law
The Contractor shall obtain and pay for liability insurance covering the entire work, in accordance with any Workmen’s Compensation Law which may be in operation now or put into effect before the completion of his Contract.

IV. INTERPRETATION AND ADDENDA

A.
The bidder understands and agrees that its bid is submitted on the basis of the specifications prepared by the OWNER. The bidder accepts the obligation to become familiar with these specifications.

B.
Bidders are expected to examine the specifications and related documents with care and observe all their requirements.  Ambiguities, errors or omissions noted by bidders should be promptly reported in writing to the appropriate official.  In the event the bidder fails to notify the OWNER of such ambiguities, errors or omissions, the bidder should be bound by the bid.

C.
No oral interpretation of the meaning of the specifications will be made to any bidder.  Every request for an interpretation shall be in writing, addressed to the OWNER’S representative stipulated in the bid.  In order to be given consideration, written requests for interpretation must be received at least seven (7) days prior to the date fixed for the opening of the bids.  Any and all such interpretations and any supplemental instructions will be in the form of written addenda to the specifications, and will be distributed to all prospective bidders, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 18A:18A-21. All addenda so issued shall become part of the contract documents, and shall be acknowledged by the bidder in the bid.  The Owner’s interpretations or corrections thereof shall be final.

D.
Discrepancies in Bids

1. If the amount shown in words and its equivalent in figures do not agree, the written words shall be binding.  Ditto marks are not considered writing or printing and shall not be used.

2. In the event that there is a discrepancy between the unit prices and the extended totals, the unit prices shall prevail.  In the event there is an error of the summation of the extended totals, the computation by the OWNER of the extended totals shall govern.

V. PREPARATION OF BIDS

A. The OWNER is exempt from any local, state or federal sales, use or excise tax.

B. Estimated Quantities (Open-End Contracts) 

The OWNER has attempted to identify the item(s) and the estimated amounts of each item bid to cover its requirements; however, past experience shows that the amount ordered may be different than that submitted for bidding.  The right is reserved to decrease or increase the quantities specified in the specifications pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:34-4.9  NO MINIMUM PURCHASE IS IMPLIED OR GUARANTEED.

C. Successful bidder shall be responsible for obtaining any applicable permits or licenses from any government entity that has jurisdiction to require the same.  All bids submitted shall include this cost in the bid price agreement.

VI. STATUTORY AND OTHER REQUIREMENTS

A. Mandatory Affirmative Action Certification

No firm may be issued a contract unless it complies with the affirmative action regulations of N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 et seq.  (P.L.1975, c. 127).


1. Procurement, Professional and Service Contracts

All successful vendors must submit, within seven days after the receipt of the notice of intent to award the contract or the receipt of the contract, one of the following:

A photocopy of a valid letter for an approved Federal Affirmative Action Plan (good for one year from the date of the letter),

or

i. A photocopy of an approved Certificate of Employee Information Report, or

ii. If the vendor has none of the above, the public agency is required to provide the vendor with an Initial Affirmative Action Employee Information Report (AA-302).

B. Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990

Discrimination on the basis of disability in contracting for the purchase of bids and services is prohibited.  The successful bidder is required to read Americans With Disabilities language that is part of this specification and agrees that the provisions of Title II of the Act are made a part of the contract.  The successful bidder is obligated to comply with the Act and to hold the OWNER harmless.

C. Stockholder Disclosure

Chapter 33 of the Public Laws of 1977 provides that no corporation or partnership shall be awarded any contract for the performance of any work or the furnishing of any materials or supplies, unless, prior to the receipt of the bid or accompanying the bid of said corporation of partnership, there is submitted a statement setting forth the names and addresses of all stockholders in the corporation or partnership who own ten percent or more of its stock of any class, or of all individual partners in the partnership who own a ten percent or greater interest therein.  Form of Statement shall be completed and attached to the bid proposal.

D. Non-Collusion Affidavit

The Non-Collusion Affidavit, which is part of these specifications, shall be properly executed and submitted with the bid proposal.

E. New Jersey Business Registration Certificate

The Contractor shall provide a New Jersey Business Registration Certificate issued by the Department of Treasury with its bid as required by N.J.S.A. 52:32-44.  Any Subcontractors hired by the Contractor shall provide their Business Registration Certificate to the Contractor, who shall forward it to HVRSD, as required by N.J.S.A. 52:32-44.

F. Political Contribution Disclosure Form

All bidders shall submit with their bid package a completed and signed Chapter 271 Political Contribution Disclosure Form

G. No Assignment of Bid

The bidder may not assign, sell, transfer or otherwise dispose of the Contract or any portion thereof or any right or interest therein without the written consent of the Hopewell Valley Regional School District.

H. Indemnification

The contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the Hopewell Valley Regional School District from and against all claims, damages, losses, and expenses including all reasonable expenses incurred by the Hopewell Valley Regional School District on any of the aforesaid claims that may result or arise directly or indirectly, from or by reason of the performance of the Contract or from any act or omission by the contractor, its agents, servants, employees, or subcontractors and that result in any loss in life or property or in any injury or damage to persons or property.
I. Qualifications
Bidder must be an established concern in the business of providing the services bid and must satisfactorily prove to the District, upon request, that it has adequate facilities and equipment to perform all requirements in the event of the award and possesses all licenses and permits necessary from all regulatory agencies.  In the event that there is an equipment breakdown, the successful bidder shall have sufficient backup equipment to affect the schedule as set forth in the Specifications.
